This meeting is held annually and
consists in principle of the chairmen of
the IPA countries Austria, United
Kingdom, Sweden, Norway, Finland,
Germany, Ireland, Denmark, France and
the Netherlands. Representatives from
Iceland, Luxembourg and Belgium were
unfortunately unable to attend.

The International President Martin Hoffmann was also
invited to this meeting.

In addition to an educational day during which the Royal
Stables and the Mauritshuis museum were visited in The
Hague, the following topics were discussed during the
meeting:

A total of nine IPA members took part in the
trip, with officers and staff from Essex, BTP, Met
and City of London police.

Generous, smiling, and with a
touch of ironic humour, he explains his situation
and expresses his gratitude for the outpouring of
support.

On February 14th, he published "Logbook of a
Gladiator with ALS," a book in which he recalls his
entire life since "Mrs. ALS." A heart-warming book
with a strong emotional charge, he describes the
evolution of his disease from the beginning. 
The strength and courage he conveys, along with
the very painful moments in which he bares his
emotions, is enviable.

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HOW DO YOU MANAGE A VOLUNTEER
ASSOCIATION?

IPA is a voluntary association and managing such
an organisation requires professional knowledge
and experience that are different from other
institutionalised organisations.

Since IPA was founded in 1950 and its first congress
in 1955 in Paris, the association has grown to
become the largest police organisation in the
world. I had the privilege of interviewing Arthur
Troop the founder of IPA, twice, in 1988 and a year
later. 

The World Congress in May 2000 was in England to mark the 50th anniversary of the founding of IPA,
and Arthur Troop passed away at the end of that year.

Arthur Troop was a police sergeant with an incredible vision, but IPA as an NGO needed, in addition to
statue, rules, regulations and international cooperation, also, management tools appropriate for an
international volunteer association.

In Germany, an international seminar center was established in Gimborn. Over the years, professional
discussions were held in the national sections, but 70 years passed before the initiative to establish a
management academy for the IPA was realised.

Two things were born near Paphos in Cyprus,
Aphrodite and... the IPA Management Academy. At
the 36th National Congress of IPA Cyprus in 2019,
IPA Romania Vice President Mihai-Liviu
TĂRTĂREANU and IPA Israel Secretary General Dr.
Eran ISRAEL met. The conversation raised the
question of why IPA does not have a framework for
studying IPA management. 

During the World Congress there is a race against
time and so far, no room for in-depth professional
discussion has been found.  

Every year there are instructive professional lectures on fascinating topics, but without any connection
to the IPA. 

Even in IBZ Gimborn, the seminar center and the IPA flagship, there is not a single seminar dealing with
the IPA management.

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HOW DO YOU MANAGE A VOLUNTEER
ASSOCIATION?

The proposed solution was: "Initiate an academy
where officials from Israel and Romania will study." 
The vision was to create a professional platform for
executives and managers in the IPA. The training is
intended for national board members and local
branch chairmen. 

Then the coronavirus pandemic happened and the
idea was postponed to May 2022. 

The first hosting section was Romania and the seminar
was held in Sibiu at 25-29.5.2022. More sections decided to
participate in addition to Israel and Romania, Germany,
North Macedonia, Cyprus, Montenegro and Bulgaria.

The main subjects that were discussed: 
How to recruit young police officers

How to interest young police officers in activities.
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How to keep veteran IPA members, how to keep in touch and integrate into activities.

How to develop contacts with the Police Command at all levels, relevant government ministries and
similar organisations.

Ideas for contacting IPA sections around the world, collaborations, and international initiatives.

A meeting of branch chairmen,
members of the national board
members, engaged in IPA
management, allows mutual
study, understanding issues in
depth, without pressure and
without pursuing a stressful
schedule. Beyond the mutual
study, it is very important to
meet members from different
sections.

IPA North Macedonia hosted the second IPA Management Academy at 24-28 May 2023 in Skopje. 
The number of participants doubled and IPA sections from Croatia, Bosnia and Belgium joined. The main
conclusion was that there is great importance in holding a management academy in this format and it
is important to integrate the initiative into the IEB's regular work program.

Bulgaria hosted the third cycle of the Management
Academy in Sofia in April 2024 and IPA sections
from Albania, Austria, Ireland, Greece, Italy,
Slovenia, Poland and Moldova joined. 

Ahead of the World Congress in Athens in 2024, it
was decided to submit a motion to include the
Management Academy initiative in the IEB work
program.

GIACINTO SICILIANO,
PRISON MANAGER
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IPA ITALIA MEETS DR. GIACINTO SICILIANO, ONE OF THE BEST
ITALIAN PRISON MANAGERS

ROME - "The sense of the State is one of the essential pillars of
any civil society. Giacinto Siciliano has always dedicated his
life to recovering and consolidating the sense of the State in
those who have lost it, a long career conducted entirely in
the penitentiary administration of our country which has led
him to deal with prisoners of all origins, from the foreigners
who crowd the prisons of San Vittore, to the most diehard
mafiosi of the 41bis department in the Opera prison in Milan,
including Totò Riina...".

It is starting from an excerpt from his book "Of heart and courage", the one that sets the premise
somewhat, that today I would like to introduce the presentation of one of the best managers of the
Ministry of Justice, Giacinto Siciliano precisely. A great man, a splendid person, even before being a highly
esteemed friend of mine and consequently of the International Police Association. He worked in the
penitentiary which was sadly famous as "the cursed prison... the one for suicides" in Sulmona and which
he, with innate mastery and ability, not only changed its label, but is contributing to making it the most
important penal institution in Europe if not one of the most demanding in the world.

Years spent sharing unique experiences that only love for the profession can transform into absolute
friendship. Therefore, I could only be one of the first ever to purchase his book. And I did well, as those who
have not yet done it would do equally well, because the work he did, translated into a masterpiece by
one of the most important publishing houses in Italy, is truly one of the best ways to teach not only to love
one's work but one's life. A collection of episodes that fit very well into the experience of those who, like
me, experience the relationship with Italian prisons in the same way that Siciliano tells us about it. Story of
a normal life but not so much that of someone who, like Siciliano, with great merit I would like to say,
today holds the role of superintendent of the most demanding penitentiary district in Italy which is the
Regional Authority of Lazio, Abruzzo and Molise.

“I have been a director in as many different ways as the
places I have been. There is absolute truth, a way of
being that does not take into account the place where
you are, its history, the people you meet, their limits and
their potential. A Man is one who manages to grasp the
beauty in everything and in every person, without
prejudice, without superstructures that limit his vision
and condition his behavior and choices. Man is a
marvel who needs trust, to feel it, to deserve it, maybe
even to lose it, knowing that that bet becomes the
protagonist of his own destiny". 



IPA ITALY MEETS DR. GIACINTO SICILIANO,
PRISON MANAGER

This is what I carry within me of Giacinto Siciliano. In life, it is enough to read what a person in love with
his job, like Siciliano, has to tell us to understand that even the most difficult profession in the world can
transform into something enormously fascinating as well as important for one's personal and cultural
ideals.

“The strong State, the State that makes its weight and presence felt is not the one that imposes bans out
of fear, but the one that has the courage to put people in front of their responsibilities by trying to make
them make different choices. For Falcone, these were the white sheets… every testimony against the
mafia is a white sheet, as were those made by prisoners in schools, “Signor Tenente” sung by Cannavò
in public with a final bow in front of the photo of Falcone and Borsellino, the reading of the names of the
mafia victims and a thousand other experiences like these, at Opera and in the many institutions (such
as the one in Sulmona) where one has the courage to invest in people. If I had given space to fear, none
of this would have ever happened.

I'm not a hero but I'm proud to say that fear influenced my decisions, which may have sometimes turned
out to be wrong, but were always honest. This is how I served the State, and this is how I will continue to
do so." 

Giacinto Siciliano is this.
A person capable of transforming into facts what paragraph 3 of article 27 of the Constitution asks
everyone to do but which often fails due to lack of time, space or, most likely, the ability one must have
to do it.
Only those who, like me, were lucky enough to have it and have it again along the path of their
professional destiny can worthily and without a shadow of a doubt bear witness to it. One last thing... to
him, after reading his book, I owe the healing from what for me represents the worst of evils: depression.
After all, he is the one who taught me that "I must not treat prison as a prison, otherwise we all become
prisoners and jailers in here."
Thanks Giacinto….
